If you knew 
me, you would know my Father also.” 20 These words he 

spoke in the treasury, as he taught in the temple;
but no one arrested him, because his hour had

not yet come.

“When you have lifted up the Son of Man, then you will know 
that I am he, and that I do nothing on my own authority, but 
speak just as the Father taught me. 29 And he who sent me is 
with me. He has not left me alone, for I always do the things 

that are pleasing to him.” 30 As he was saying
these things, many believed in him.
